As Often As You…The Institution of the Supper 

Matthew 26:17-29 (Mark 14:12-25; Luke 22:7-23) 

 

Prepare (Matthew 26:17-19) 

 

“Now on the first day of Unleavened Bread the disciples came to Jesus, saying, ‘Where will You 

have us prepare for You to eat the Passover?’…And the disciples did as Jesus had directed 

them, and they prepared the Passover” (Matthew 26:17, 19). 

 

“Therefore you also must be ready, for the Son of Man is coming at an hour you do not expect” 

(Matthew 24:44). 

 

Repent (Matthew 26:20-25) 

 

“Judas, who would betray Him, answers, ‘Is it I, Rabbi?’ He said to Him, ‘You have said so’” 

(Matthew 26:25). 

 

“From that time Jesus began to preach, saying, ‘Repent, for the kingdom of heaven is at hand’” 

(Matthew 4:17). 

 

Receive (Matthew 26:26-29) 

 

“Now as they were eating, Jesus took bread, and after blessing it broke it and gave it to the
